Conference Highlights 

In 1987, Courage began forming support groups for 
parents, relatives, and friends of persons with same-sex 
attraction, in Massachusetts, Toronto, Philadelphia, and 
New York. Since then, our EnCourage community has 
grown across North America and internationally. Like 
Courage members, EnCourage members focus on 
developing their interior life with these goals in mind:    
 
1. To grow spiritually through spiritual reading, 

prayer, meditation, individual spiritual direction, 
frequent attendance at Mass, and the frequent 
reception of the Sacraments of Penance and Holy 
Eucharist;  

2. To gain a deeper understanding of the needs, 
difficulties, and challenges experienced by men and 
women with same-sex attraction; 

3. To establish and maintain a healthy and wholesome 
relationship with their loved ones with same-sex 
attraction;  

4. To assist other family members and friends to reach 
out with compassion and truth, and not to reject, 
their loved ones with same-sex attraction; 

5. To witness to their loved ones by their own lives 
that fulfillment is to be found in Jesus Christ 
through His Body, the Church.

Bishop Frank J. Caggiano was installed 
as Fifth Bishop of Bridgeport in 2013.  He 
serves on numerous committees of the 
United States Conference of Catholic Bish-
ops and he is a member of the Episcopal 
Board of Courage International. 
 
Fr. Paul Check served as Executive Di-
rector of Courage International from 2008 
through 2016.  He is now Rector of St. 
John Fisher Seminary where he teaches 
Moral Theology to seminarians and deacon 
candidates.  Fr. Check is on the Board of 
Directors of Courage International.  
 
Andrew Comiskey (M.Div.) and his wife 
Annette have worked extensively with the 
healing of the sexually and relationally 
wounded. They founded Desert Stream/
Living Waters Ministries, a multi-faceted 
outreach in 1980 and were married in 
1981.   

 
Matt Fradd is the founder of The Porn 
Effect (www.theporneffect.com), a site 
dedicated to exposing the reality behind the 
fantasy of porn and offering help to those 
who seek sexual freedom.  Matt has been a 
guest on the BBC, EWTN, ABC and Catho-
lic Answers Live.  

 
Dr. Michael Horne is Director of Clini-
cal Services for Catholic Charities of the 
Diocese of Arlington. He has experience 
working in several Catholic mental health 
clinics and he has served as a school counse-
lor within the Diocese of Arlington.  
 

Bishop John LeVoir was ordained a 
priest for the Archdiocese of St. Paul – Min-
neapolis, where he served for many years as 
Courage chaplain.  He was ordained Bishop 
of New Ulm in 2008, and is currently on the 
Episcopal Board of Courage International. 
 
Dr. Timothy Lock is a licensed psycholo-
gist in full-time private practice.  He serves 
on the Board of Directors of Courage Inter-
national and lectures nationally and interna-
tionally to seminarians, clergy, mental-
health practitioners, and the general public. 
 
Kathryn Jean Lopez is a senior fellow at the 
National Review Institute where she directs 
the Center for Religion, Culture, and Civil 
Society, and is editor-at-large of National Re-
view.

Harvey for over 25 
years and supervised the Courage office, leav-
ing Fr. Harvey free to write one of his books.
